Who We Are

Soroptimist is a global women's organization whose members volunteer to improve the lives of women and
girls who face obstacles such as poverty, violence and teen pregnancy, through programs leading to social
and economic empowerment. Approximately 74,000 Soroptimists in over 120 countries and territories
support community-based and global projects benefiting women and girls. The organization is particularly
concerned with providing disadvantaged women and girls access to education, as this is the most effective
path to self-determination. The name, Soroptimist, means “best for women” and that’s what the organization

This Scholarship

The goal is to award $1,000 scholarships to 6 graduating senior girls who both attend high school and reside
either in the City of Napa or the unincorporated area of Napa County to pursue post-secondary

educational opportunities such as junior college, trade school, university, etc.

All graduating girls are eligible for this scholarship, but women who represent the first generation in their
families to pursue a post-secondary education, who have persisted in the face of obstacles, and who intend
to enter career paths that will enable them to give back to their communities. We of Soroptimist welcome

Awardees who successfully complete year 1 and are under age 21 are eligible for a 2" year

award.
